Etowah City School Dress Code

2008-2009

The standards for elementary school dress reflect “common sense” and a concern for each student’s comfort, safety, cleanliness, and sense of modesty.  Clothing must not be oversized/undersized, and no holes, rips, tears, cuts, purposely frayed edges, or see-through clothing of any kind will be permitted.  
To help create the best learning environment for students, the following standards for student dress must be observed at Etowah City School.

1. Pants must not sag below the waist and must not touch the floor.  Belts are required with all pants when necessary for appropriate fit.  Standard four-pocket jeans, with or without a watch pocket may be worn. No words are to be written across the seat of pants.
2. Shirts and blouses must completely cover the midriff, back and shoulders at all times. No “pouch” pockets are allowed on the front of shirts, tops, or sweatshirts of any kind.  
3. Head apparel, except for religious or medical reasons, must not be worn inside the school building.

4. Footwear is required and must be safe and appropriate for indoor or outdoor physical activity.  Athletic shoes are required for P.E.

5. Clothing or accessories may not display offensive, vulgar language or images and must not advertise products which students may not legally purchase

6. “Short shorts”, mini-skirts and spandex are deemed inappropriate attire for students in grades 3-8.

7. Coats and jackets must be kept on hooks in classrooms or in lockers.  They are not to be worn in the building.  If students are cold, they may wear long-sleeved shirts, sweatshirts and/or sweaters.  
8. No sunglasses may be worn or visible in the building, and no gloves may be worn in the building.  No body-piercing jewelry other than earrings will be allowed, and no accessory that is studded, spiked, contains chains or metal tabs, or in any way presents potential danger of harm to self or others will be permitted.

9. Hair must be groomed (no spikes, Mohawks, etc), may not cover the eyes, and must not be sprayed or dyed unnatural colors (pink, orange, green, etc), nor in any other way disrupt the educational process.

10. Clear or mesh book bags are preferred.  Book bags must be free of writing or pictures except manufacturers’ trademarks or student’s true name.  No accessories may be attached to the bag.
The school administration reserves the right to determine whether the student’s attire is within the limits of decency and modesty.

The principal may allow exceptions for school-wide programs or special classroom activities.

The teachers and the principal will administer consequences for policy infractions as follows:

FIRST OFFENSE – Teacher will send student to the office to contact parent(s) for a change of clothes.  Parent will be notified and infraction will be documented.
SECOND OFFENSE – Principal will talk with parent(s) and send copy of dress policy.  Infraction will be documented.

THIRD and FUTURE OFFENSES – Will be administered by principal in accordance with school-wide discipline plan.
